And, now I’ll tell you a little bit about Savannah District’s Civil Works Program.  

Civil Works boundary along watershed.  All rivers in Georgia  flowing into the Atlantic Ocean are Savannah District’s responsibility.

The Savannah is the northern most river basin in our civil works boundary.  Covering 11,000 acres it forms the 250 mile boundary between Georgia and South Carolina.

We have a large presence in the basin due to our 3 multi-purpose projects - Hartwell, J. Strom Thurmond and Richard B. Russell, serving flood control, hydropower, recreation,  water supply, and flow regulation needs.

As you can see, we control most flow in the basin.
